Haworth & Thornton Moor Bridleway
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Route
There are 2 routes – route A crosses open rough moorland which is common land and is for the more experienced rider.  Route B uses roads and tracks.

Route A
From the car park point 1 turn left on the road to the first of 2 tracks on the right at point 2.  Turn right along a stone track, by-passing the cattle grid via the gate at the side (don’t take the track alongside the moor boundary wall).  Follow the track for over a mile to point 3.  Here you turn left along an unsurfaced moorland footpath, follow this path as it crosses a broken wall on to the maintenance track alongside the open conduit at point 4.

Now follow this track for over half a mile until you come to a bridle gate leading to a stoned lane (Stairs Lane) point 5 meeting route B.  Cross the lane and continue on the maintenance track alongside the conduit.  Follow route B from here.

Route B
Turn left out of the car park on the road and instead of turning right at point 2 above, continue down the road for a further 700 metres and turn right at the junction X onto Lee Lane.  Follow this tarmac road passing the gate to Leeshaw Reservoir on the right and join Bodkin Lane.  Ride down this lane for ¾ mile to a gate where the lane becomes Stairs Lane.  Go through the gate and continue for a further 300 metres until you meet route A at the surfaced catchwater maintenance track at point 5.  Turn left and follow the maintenance track alongside the open conduit.  Care is required at there is a deep unfenced channel.  This track takes you via a series of gates (over half a mile) to A6033 Hebden Bridge road at point 6.  Cross the road via the bridleway gates and continue on the gated conduit maintenance track for over a mile to the tarmac public road at point 7 (Nab Water Lane).

Turn left on the road for 500 metres and go through a gate on the right at point 8 on White Moor Lane and eventually Sawood Lane.  Follow these lanes for almost a mile to the tarmac access road at point 9.

Here you turn right along the road to a gate, to through a gate onto the public bridleway (Hambleton Lane) up to the moor.  Continue on the bridleway for over a mile to point 10.

At this point you have a choice, continue on the route or make a detour to visit Ogden Reservoir, a return distance of an additional 2 ½ miles.  To do this follow the directions at the bottom of the page.

To continue the route, at point 10 turn left on the bridleway leading to a walled lane and follow this keeping right until you meet the main Halifax/Keighley Road (A629) at Denholme Gate point 11.

Turning left follow the road for 800 metres and turn left again onto Black Edge Lane at point 12.

Follow Black Edge Lane (soon changing to Thornton Moor Road) for 2 miles passing Thornton Moor Reservoir on the left to the tarmac access road at point 13.  Now keeping left, follow this through a bridle gate to original point 9 where, turning right you follow the first part of the route, but in reverse, riding from points 9 to 2 (Sawood Lane, Whitmoor Lane and the conduit track).  Continue your return journey back to car park at Penistone Hill, point 1.

Ogden Reservoir
To visit Ogden Reservoir, at point 10 go straight on and in 500 metres at point C leave the public bridleway, taking the path to the right leading to the date at the car park at point D above Ogden Reservoir.  Go through the date and through the bottom of the car park to the junction with the tarmac road at point E.  Here turn right down to the dam.  To continue the original ride return to point 10 by reversing this route and follow the direction above.
