	Goose Eye, Newholme Dean, Green Aden, America Lane, Sutton Road, Goose Eye Brow

	Distance:
	5 miles (approximately) uphill so feels like more!

	Time:
	One and a half hours

	Type
	Half tracks/half tarmac

	Start:
	Just past Turkey Inn turn left onto a dirt track and follow the bridle path, going gradually upwards along the lane (probably Fallow Lane), left until you meet the tarmac Todley Hall/Greystones Lane.  Go left along Greystones Lane for approximately 500 metres.  Turn right up Green Arden Lane (dirt/grass track), go through a small gate onto rough land, follow the track with a wall on your right hand side until you reach the next tarmac road (High Pole Road).  Turn left and proceed until you have almost reached High Pole Farm.  Turn right along a track which is known as America Lane.  You will reach Sutton Road where you turn right and follow this tarmac road down towards Laycock.  Bear right at the sign for Goose Eye and you will reach the Turkey Inn.
