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GROUSE AND OAKWORTH
 

ROUTE: The Grouse, Broadhead Lane, Newsholme, Racemoor Lane, Slack Lane and White Lane.

DISTANCE: 3 miles

TIME: 1 hour medium pace

TYPE:  half track and half tarmac.  Scenic.

START: Lay-by Hare Hill, Ride towards Oakworth along Colne Road. Grouse Inn on right, turn left up bridleway. Then the track goes to the right, there is a heavy gate on the left opening into a walled grass lane.  Where it divides bear left and follow track to Broadhead Lane. Turn right to the crossroads, cross over onto track which will take you through Newsholme village. Turn left onto Newsholme New Road down to Spring Wells, turn right up road and at the crossroads go stright on and up the hill. Turn left at the side of a farm at the top of the hill onto Racemoor Lane, follow round the pond to Slaymaker Lane. Left back to the crossroads, straight across along Slack Lane, take second turning on the left up White Lane, which after half way becomes a dirt track. At the bottom you will meet another track called Turn Shaw Lane, turn right and retrace your steps.
