Ogden Moor Ride from Penistone Hill
Ride of about 8 miles over quiet moorland roads, tracks and moorland.  No shops or pubs until half way at Ogden Reservoir where there is a shop, if open, and public toilets.

From Penistone Moor (past toilets) left down Moorside Lane taking 3rd lane on the right (1st is Lee Lane, 2nd is Hawksbridge Lane and a quarter of a mile further on the right is ;the 3rd turning of Stone Lane).  Following this to the end of the tarmac road onto a gravel track, which bears right to Far Stones Farm and just before the farm buildings on the right you take a sharp turn left onto a moor track going uphill until it leads to Moorcroft Head gravel track to meet the main road (Hebden Bridge Road).

Cross straight over the main road up Hillhouse Lane, past the TV mast and cattle grid, ride half a mile or so onto downhill slope.  On the second bend is a metal hunting gate, on the left take this onto White Lane (moorland track, ravine alongside road is now on your left).  Follow across the moor to the top of the hill, just before the track levels out turn right through a metal hunting gate into a hollowed out track leading over Embleton Moor.  Here you can canter up the path in the field to the left of the track if you want up to the top of the hill, then follow rutted track across the moor (old way markers can just be seen on old wooden synch posts in parts).  You will see Ogden reservoir ravine over to your right as you continue straight ahead keeping to the top of the moor until you reach a walled track through the dates here and down to the road.

At the road turn right 100 yards a follow into Ogden reservoir going down to your left (car parks are on your right) and stopping at the small refreshment shop and toilets.  Continue straight on along the left side of the reservoir up the cobbled road/track alongside the golf course to the top go out through the former Withen’s Pub (gate opens oddly here back on itself) onto the Wainstalls end of Millhouse Lane turn right and follow the road round to the left side of the cattle grid.  If you don’t want to go through the gate follow unmade road past the Fly Flatts Reservoir and sailing club.  The road goes downhill and then bends alongside the conduit.

Go through the date and follow conduit track over the moor.  You will cross with new slip ways and metal hunting gates over Hebden Bridge Road.  Continue on the other side to the end of the conduit.  Then follow walled track down to your right through wooden hunting gate and back down Bodkin at the steep part keeping on the narrow tracks to the right or left of the road and down Lee Lane to meet Moorside.  Turn left at the junction back to the beginning of the ride.
