May Day Ride 10 Miles Approx.
LAMBING TIME – RIDE WITH CARE & PLEASE CLOSE ALL GATES

Cross Penistone Hill To the toilets (West from the start)

Turn 1st right at cross roads, into Lee Lame, pas reservoir on your right.

Straight on past the farm on the right, up Bodkin HIll to the moors.

Through Gate. The bridle track is to the right alongside the wall or, conditions permitting, you can canter on the moor to the left of the track.

**In front of you is the conduit. If you NOT wish to do the above ride turn left onto the conduit and at the end turn left down the main road to the Wagon & Horses pub, and pick up instructions. **
Through narrow gate Watch out for narrow path with sharp drop on left. Take care. This track is called Stairs Lane. Carry on through gates until you meet the tarmac,  about 30 yards later.

Turn left into White Hole Farm and through the farm yard (not in front of the house) Roms Greave).

LAMBING TIME PLEASE BE SURE TO CLOSE GATES SECURELY AND PLEASE WALK THROUGH FIELDS WITH SHEEP IN
Then a long canter over the moor up to the A6033 Hebden Bridge Road at Cock Hill. Opposite is the University of Bradford Weather Station.

Through gate and down the road towards the **Wagon & Horses pub** (stop for a quick one if the pub is still open)

Turn right onto the top car park and follow the track past Aberdeen Farm to the junction at Hill house Lane.

Turn left down hill towards the Hebden Bridge Road. Straight across to the track opposite, which will take you onto part of the new Pennine Bridleway feeder route, at Far Stones Farm.

Turn left keeping the wall on your right and follow track up Kennel Lane to Lower Fold.  Turn right & follow road bearing right down Hawksbridge Lane. At junction turn left and back up the road to the start.
