Haworth and Oxenhope - Woodhouse Lane Ride

	Route – Sun Inn Haworth, Penistone Hill, Waggon & Horses, Dog & Gun, Oxenhope.

Distance - Approx 8-9 Miles

Time – Approx 2 hours

Type – ¾ tarmac lanes, ¼ moorland. Lovely views.

Start: Leave Sun Inn, West Lane, Haworth and turn left towards the moors.

Cross the Penistone Hill Country Park via the signposted bridleway starting at the side of Haworth Cemetery and joining Moorside Lane just below Tom Stell’s Seat.

Go down Moorside Lane and turn right at Hawksbridge Chapel. Go up Outside Lane, round and down Kennel Lane.
Turn Right up Hard Nase (please walk past the farm and be sure to close the gate for the sheep)
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Cross over Hebden Bridge Road to Wagon & Horses then turn left into their car park and go along Intake Lane.

On joining tarmac road turn right. Climb up uphill for about 2 mile then take 2nd turn on the left along White Moor Lane and Sawood Lane to the Dog & Gun.

Turn left down the main road, then next right onto Blackmoor Road.

Take left turn off the main road and follow through to Dark Lane.

At the bottom of Dark Lane take care crossing Hebden Bridge Road onto Harry Lane. Go down Harry Lane passing Oxenhope Railway Station on your right and then turn right up Moorhouse Lane.

At the top of Moorhouse Lane turn right onto Marsh Lane, then next left onto Old Oxenhope Lane (which turns into Hanging Gate Lane). As it turns into Upper Marsh Lane take a left onto Dimples Lane and follow this all the way back to Haworth with Penistone Country Park on you left.
